ic, there was an identified need to

provide better access to computers
and the Internet to community mem-
bers in many underserved and unserved
areas throughout Ventura County. This
need was highlighted even more by
the COVID-19 pandemic, especially for
older adults and people with disabilities
as many services and activities were
available predominantly in the virtual
environment. Older adults and people
with disabilities depended on access to
a computer and the Internet to connect
with family and friends and maintain
social interaction during the pandem-
ic. They also needed to participate in
telehealth, connect with government
services, participate in online learning,
work remotely, and more. The Ven-
tura County Area Agency on Aging
(VCAAA) specializes in providing ser-
vices to older adults and people with
disabilities.

There are multiple areas in Ventura
County that have lower levels of educa-
tion, low levels of average income, low
median incomes, and low broadband
adoption levels. Older adults and peo-
ple with disabilities living in these areas
frequently lack access to computers and
the Internet. Many of these areas are
already served by the Ventura County
Library (VCL) system with branch and
mobile library facilities. In Fiscal Year
2018-19, there were over 98,000 uses
of library computers and WiFi connec-
tions throughout the Ventura County

Even before the COVID-19 pandem-

Library system of 12 library branches.

The Ventura County Area Agency on
Aging applied for and received grant
funds to purchase technology for the
purpose of loaning devices to older
adults and people with disabilities in the
county. However, they did not have an
existing loan program in place. They
asked the Ventura County Information
Technology Services (VCITS) depart-
ment for assistance with their program,
and VCITS staff members were aware
the Ventura County Library already had
an existing Computer Kit loan program
in place. VCITS served as a bridge be-
tween the VCL and the VCAAA, rec-
ommending the two agencies work
together to leverage resources and ex-
isting established services.

The VC Connects program was of-
ficially established when the three
agencies worked together to purchase
Computer Kits that were added to the
Ventura County Library's Computer Kit
loan program and made available for
checkout and remote use at home by
older adults and people with disabilities
throughout the county. When the VC
Connects program was implemented
in mid-July 2021, over 300 Computer
Kits were checked out in the first two
months. Because the Library already
had an existing loan program, and the
Area Agency on Aging had grant funds
available, and both agencies had the ad-
ditional support of VCITS, the program
was able to be implemented extremely
efficiently, effectively and quickly to get



computers and Internet access into the
hands of people who need them.

The VC Connects program is the first
of its kind in California where an Area
Agency on Aging, County IT Services
department, and County Library system
worked together to leverage resources
to bridge the digital gap for older adults
and people with disabilities.

The VC Connects program consists of
key program components that gobeyond
just providing access to computers and
the Internet conveniently at home for
older adults and people with disabilities.
A VC Connects website was established
at vcconnects.org where people can
learn about how they can check out a
Computer Kit for home use, but also
learn how to safely search the web,
find tech support, learn about social
media, locate resources to set up email
accounts, find out about accessibility
options, learn tips for staying active
and engaged, find medical resources,
find options for online entertainment
and staying connected, locate local
transportation, learn about education
and the job market, and be referred to
more Ventura County resources.

When the pandemic hit, the Ventura
County Library hired a vendor to provide
basic first-tier chat support services for
library customers to assist with customer
service in the virtual environment as
almost half of the Library's employees
were reassigned to provide disaster
services for other county agencies. The
Library referred VCAAA to this same
vendor, and VCAAA is working to
establish a contract with the vendor to
provide first-tier technical support for
users of the VC Connects Computer Kits.
VCAAA has worked closely with the
vendor to ensure they had appropriate
and acceptable talking points, service
approach, and information for working
with older adults and people with
disabilities. If a customer indicates they
need more complex or additional help
or assistance with areas outside the
scope of technical support, the vendor
smoothly transitions the customer to
the VCAAA or VCL as needed. Program
personnel are also working to try to
leverage an existing contract VCAAA
has with a major ride share service to
get materials to those who can't drive
themselves to a library branch.

VC Connects: Cerrando
la Brecha Digital

El Programa VC Connects muestra la forma en que tres
agencias del Condado de Ventura utilizaron un enfoque
colaborativo para cerrar la brecha digital y proporcionar
acceso a computadoras y a Internet para adultos mayores y
personas con discapacidades en todo el condado.

de ofrecer mejor acceso a computadoras y a Internet a miembros de la comu-

nidad en muchas areas mal atendidas y desatendidas por todo el Condado de
Ventura. Esta necesidad se acentué mucho més por la pandemia del COVID-19,
especialmente para adultos mayores y personas con discapacidades, ya que
muchos servicios y actividades estaban disponibles sobre todo en el entorno
virtual. Los adultos mayores y las personas con discapacidades dependian del
acceso a una computadora y a Internet para conectar con familia y amigos
y mantener la interaccién social durante la pandemia. También necesitaban
participar en telesalud, conectar con servicios gubernamentales, participar
en aprendizaje en linea, trabajar a
distancia, y mas. La Agencia sobre ‘
el Envejecimiento del Area del
Condado de Ventura (VCAAA) se
especializa en proporcionar servicios
a adultos mayores y personas con
discapacidades.

Hay multiples areas en el Condado
de Ventura que tienen niveles edu-
cativos mas bajos, niveles bajos de
promedio de ingresos, promedios
de ingresos bajos, y niveles bajos
de adopcion de banda ancha. Los
adultos mayores y las personas con
discapacidades que viven en estas areas frecuentemente carecen de acceso
a computadoras y a Internet. Muchas de estas areas ya estan servidas por el
sistema de la Biblioteca del Condado de Ventura (VCL) con instalaciones de
bibliotecas en sucursales y moéviles. En el Ao Fiscal 2018-19 hubo mdas de
98,000 usos de computadoras de la biblioteca y conexiones a WiFi en todo
el sistema de la Biblioteca del Condado de Ventura, con 12 sucursales de
bibliotecas.

La Agencia sobre el Envejecimiento del Area del Condado de Ventura solicit6
y recibié fondos de ayuda para comprar tecnologia, con el fin de prestar dis-
positivos a adultos mayores y personas con discapacidades en el condado. Sin
embargo, no disponian de un programa de préstamo existente. Pidieron ayuda
con su programa al departamento de Servicios de Tecnologias de la Informacion
del Condado de Ventura (VCITS, por sus siglas en inglés), y los miembros
del personal de VCITS sabian que la Biblioteca del Condado de Ventura ya
tenia un programa de préstamo de Equipos Informéticos existente en marcha.
VCITS actué como puente entre la VCL y la VCAAA, recomendando que las
dos agencias trabajaran juntas para aprovechar los recursos y los servicios
establecidos existentes.

There is no debating that caring for

a loved one changes an individual,

providing a unique perspective
on the various stages of life. It is both
rewarding and exhausting. And it is an
emotional journey of highs and lows.
But how is that journey defined?

A caregiver is someone who regularly
helps someone regularly helps a person
with a disability, older adult, or a child.
Often, a family member will not identify
as a caregiver because they assumed
the role out of love and a feeling of
duty toward their family. Whether they
identify as a caregiver or not, whether
paid or unpaid, family caregivers provide
an essential service to their families and
to our community.

Caregiving is a difficult journey that
can, at times, feel lonely. It comes with
a lot of responsibility, and caregivers
often find it difficult to take care of their
own needs while being responsible for
someone else's wellbeing. They often
prioritize their caregiving tasks and
neglect their own needs. This makes
them high-risk for burnout. This is
where the Family Caregiver Resource
Centers can make a difference for both
the caregivers and their care-recipients.

Here is a case of “Client A." She
contacted the Ventura County Area
Agency on Aging and was already
suffering from signs of caregiver
burnout. She was tired, overwhelmed,
and not sure she could handle any more
responsibility than what she had at the
time. She was struggling with her duties
as a caregiver to her older adult mother
while trying to also hold a job. After an
initial evaluation, a care plan tailored
to the caregiver's unique needs and
stressors was created. She was referred
to a caregiver support group to help her
adapt to her role as a caregiver. Both
she and her mother were referred to
the VCAAA PEARLS program to give
them both tools to deal with feelings
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of isolation and anxiety. The PEARLS
program, which addresses the needs

of individuals experiencing late-life
depression and anxiety, could also help
them embrace the changes they have
been experiencing since “Client A"
began to care for her mother. Respite
was also provided so she could take
some time to take care of her own
needs.

During a follow up call, “Client A"
expressed how grateful she was for
the resources the VCAAA's Family
Caregiver Resource Center, known
as La Buena Vida, had provided. She
never imagined that such resources
were available to her in her community.
Through the support group, she was
learning and developing a sense of
community with other caregivers.
She was sharing and practicing with

her mother what she learned from
the VCAAA Fall Prevention Program
classes. The VCAAA Senior Nutrition
Program made it easier to maintain a
healthy diet — something they previously
didn't have access to. An assessment
of the care receiver's bathroom, and
resulting home modifications, provided
“Client A" peace of mind knowing that
it was one less thing to worry about.
Furthermore, “Client A" was excited
to use her respite hours for self-care
activities.

Caregiving is an expression of love,
kindness, and devotion. Ventura
County Family Caregiver Resource
Centers can provide ongoing support
for our community's caregivers with
case management programs, safety
modifications to the care-recipient’s
home, caregiver support programs,

Proporcionar cuidados es un viaje dificil, en el que a veces el
cuidador puede sentirse solo.

Tras una evaluacion inicial se elabord un plan de cuidados
ajustado a las necesidades y factores de estrés tnicos de la
cliente. Fue remitida a un grupo de apoyo a cuidadores para
ayudarla a adaptarse a su papel de cuidadora. Tanto ella como
su madre fueron remitidas al programa VCAAA PEARLS para
proporcionarles a ambas herramientas para enfrentarse a
sentimientos de aislamiento y ansiedad. El programa PEARLS,
que aborda las necesidades de personas que sufren depresion
y ansiedad en etapas avanzadas de la vida, también les podia
ayudar a aceptar los cambios que han estado experimentando
desde que la “Cliente A" comenzé a cuidar de su madre.
También se proporciond relevo para que ella pudiera tomarse
algo de tiempo para cuidar de sus propias necesidades.

Durante una llamada de seguimiento, la “Cliente A"
expresd qué tan agradecida estaba por los recursos que le
habia proporcionado el Centro de Recursos para Cuidadores
Familiares de la VCAAA, conocido como La Buena Vida.
Nunca habia imaginado que esos recursos estuvieran
disponibles para ella en su comunidad. A través del grupo
de apoyo, estaba aprendiendo y desarrollando un sentido
de comunidad con otros cuidadores. Estaba compartiendo
y practicando con su madre lo que habia aprendido del
Programa de Prevencion de Caidas de la VCAAA. El Programa
de Nutricién para Personas Mayores de la VCAAA hizo mas
facil mantener una dieta adecuada, algo a lo que antes no
tenian acceso.

Fall Prevention

Coalition and Program:
Serving Ventura County Residents

through the Second Year of the

COVID-19 Pandemic

We live in a county that has many seniors over the age of
80 years. By 2030, nearly 23 percent of Ventura County's
citizens will be 60 years of age, or older.

THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC has been the world's topic of conversation over the
past two years. Even though we are not immune to the pandemic in Ventura
County, we are hoping that the affliction of the virus is starting to diminish
with the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention's (CDC) approval of the
vaccines and boosters.

Falls are still the leading cause of injury deaths among people over the age
of 60, and the most common reason for doctor visits, hospital admissions, and
emergency room visits. Despite our best efforts, up to 33 percent of adults
over the age of 60, and 50 percent of adults over the age of 80 will fall each
year. Hip fractures remain the most common injury associated with falls. More
than forty percent of seniors recovering from hip fractures are unable to return
home. The cause of falls is multifaceted, including weak strength in the legs,
taking many medications, failing vision, chronic health problems, and an unsafe
environment. Adding another layer of complexity to our seniors' lives is trying
to avoid the COVID-19 virus while avoiding suffering consequences of a fall.

Ventura County's Elderly Fall Prevention Coalition (EFPC) was founded in
2013 after recognizing the complications of falls suffered by our elders. The
coalition was founded by a multidisciplinary group overseen by the Ventura
County Medical Center (VCMC) trauma department. The vision of the coalition
is to reduce primary falls that have been recognized as being largely preventable.

The coalition is made up of more than 30 Ventura organizations, including
but not limited to: Both east and west county trauma centers, Emergency
Medical Services (EMS), Ventura County Area Agency on Aging (VCAAA),
Ventura County Board of Supervisors (VC-BOS), Public Health, all non trauma
hospitals, and numerous community-based organizations (CBOs) highly vested
in enhancing care of the elderly.

The cost of each fall ranges from $37,000 - $60,000, depending on the
severity of injury and level of care involved. In 2013, the total cost of fall related
injuries in the U.S. was over $36 billion and rose to $60 billion in 2020. The
average cost of annual healthcare dollars in California for non-fatal falls is $2.4
billion. It is remarkable that an older adult dies from a fall every 29 minutes, and
similar aged elders are treated in an emergency room for a fall related reason
every 14 seconds. With local data showing that most falls (68 percent) occur
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in elders’ primary residence, our efforts
are directed towards their homes.

In our endeavor to raise awareness
of the dangers of falls, the EFPC has
provided multiple presentations at the
local and national level since inception.
The total number of forums year-to-
date is fifteen, with the last three
conducted virtually.

To raise awareness in the field,
the coalition created the Elderly Fall
Prevention Program (EFPP) in 2014
involving EMS beginning the fall
prevention awareness efforts at point
of contact. This pilot program was
started in west Ventura County. At
the scene of injury, EMS providers
determine whether the individual's call
is truly due to a fall when responding
to a 911 call. A quick home assessment
and mitigation is conducted, including
recommendations for periodic
medications check/reconciliation by
their primary care provider, clearing
hallway clutter, improving lighting,
or proper rug affixing, etc. Literature
about safety measures is given to the
individual or caregiver. Evidence based
tests are performed when the patient
arrives in the hospital.

With the patient’s consent, data
gathered from the fall prevention
registry is used to recommend the
most important next steps, i.e., home



assessment versus further medical needs
from public health. If home modification
is required, services are provided by
CBOs involved in the coalition. The
fall prevention coordinator (FPC)
encourages participation in popular
balance and strengthening evidence-
based classes (EBC). e.g., Tai Chi:
Moving for Better Balance, A Matter
of Balance, Stepping On, and Walk
with Ease. Though these face-to-face
classes saw a decline in the heights of
the COVID-19 pandemic and stay-at-
home orders, video-based classes were
available for seniors to partake in and,
more recently, classes are again offered
in person as restrictions continue to
ease. It is striking that data of elders
that fall and refuse involvement in
EBCs have over a four-fold chance of
falling again, versus those that fall and
participate in the EBC.

We truly appreciate the Ventura
County Board of Supervisor's
commitment to preventing elderly falls.
Such devotion is shown by a yearly
proclamation awarded to the EFPC
since 2013. The coalition received an
award from the National Association of
Area Agencies on Aging (n4a) in 2015
for ‘a successful program that improves
lives of older adults and caregivers.'
It received the health care champion
award in 2017 by the Partnership for
Healthy Ventura County, commended
for its fall prevention efforts by the
California Commission on Aging in
2019, and recognized by the Los Angeles
County falls prevention coalition for
ongoing contribution in promoting
and supporting falls prevention, also
in 2019. Two white papers have been
published in the June 2021 issue of
The Journal of Preventive Medicine
and Healthcare pertaining to the EFPC
and EFPP.

The coalition continues to gain
ground in the county but appreciates
any funding sources that will enable
it to maintain sustainability. It is very
thankful for the cohesive voluntary
efforts of all organizations involved
and will not be successful without the
multidisciplinary collaboration. B

Coalicion y Programa de

Prevencion de Caidas

de Personas Mayores del Condado
de Ventura: Sirviendo a los
Residentes del Condado de Ventura
durante el Segundo Ao de

la Pandemia del COVID-19

Vivimos en un condado que tiene muchas personas
mayores con mds de 80 afos de edad. Para 2030, casi el
23 por ciento de los ciudadanos del condado de Ventura
tendran 60 afios de edad, o mas.

LA PANDEMIA DEL COVID-19 ha sido el tema de conversacién del mundo
durante los dltimos dos afios. Aunque no somos inmunes a la pandemia en el
Condado de Ventura, esperamos que la afliccion del virus esté comenzando a
disminuir con la aprobacién de las vacunas y las dosis de refuerzo por parte de
los Centros para el Control y Prevencion de Enfermedades (CDC).

Las caidas siguen siendo la causa principal de muertes por lesiones entre
personas mayores de 60 afios, y el motivo mas habitual para visitas al médico,
ingresos en hospitales y visitas a la sala de emergencias. A pesar de nuestros
mejores esfuerzos, cada afo se caeran hasta el 33 por ciento de los adultos
mayores de 60 afios, y el 50 por ciento de los adultos mayores de 80 afios.
Las fracturas de cadera siguen siendo la lesion mas habitual asociada a las
caidas. Mas del cuarenta por ciento de las personas mayores que se recuperan
de fracturas de cadera no pueden volver a casa. La causa de las caidas esté
compuesta de multiples factores, incluyendo falta de fuerza en las piernas,
uso de multiples medicamentos, visién reducida, problemas crénicos de salud
y entornos no seguros. Otro factor de complejidad que se anade a la vida de
nuestras personas mayores es intentar evitar el virus del COVID-19 mientras
evitan sufrir las consecuencias de una caida.

La Coalicion para la Prevencion de Caidas de Personas Mayores (EFPC, por sus
siglas en inglés) se fundd en 2013 tras reconocer las complicaciones de las caidas
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Prevencion de Caidas
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que sufren nuestras personas mayores.
La coalicién se cred por parte de un
grupo  multidisciplinar,  supervisado
por el departamento de traumatologia
de Ventura County Medical Center
(VCMC). El objetivo de la coalicion es
reducir las caidas primarias que se han
reconocido como evitables en gran
parte.

La coalicién estd formada por mas
de 30 organizaciones de Ventura,
que incluyen sin limitarse a ellos, los
centros de traumatologia tanto del este
como del oeste del condado, Servicios
Médicos de Emergencia (EMS), la
Agencia sobre Envejecimiento del Area
del Condado de Ventura (VCAAA), la
Junta de Supervisores del Condado de
Ventura (VC-BOS), Salud Publica, todos
los hospitales no de traumatologia, y
numerosas organizaciones basadas en la
comunidad (CBO) altamente dedicadas
a mejorar los cuidados de las personas
mayores.

El costo de cada caida es
aproximadamente de  $37,000 -
$60,000, dependiendo de la gravedad
de la lesion y el nivel de cuidados que
implica. En 2013, el costo total de las
lesiones relacionadas con caidas en los
EE.UU. fue superior a $36 mil millones,
y ascendié a $60 mil millones en 2020.
El costo promedio de gasto anual en
atencién sanitaria en California para
caidas no fatales es de $2.4 miles de
millones. Es sorprendente saber que
un adulto mayor muere por una caida
cada 29 minutos, y una persona mayor

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de edad similar recibe tratamiento
en una sala de emergencias por un
motivo relacionado por caidas cada
14 segundos. Con datos locales que
muestran que la mayoria de las caidas
(68%) se producen en la residencia
principal de las personas mayores,
nuestros esfuerzos se centran en sus
hogares.

Como parte de nuestro esfuerzo
de incrementar la consciencia de los
peligros de las caidas, la EFPC realiza
multiples presentaciones a nivel tanto
local como nacional desde su creacion.
El nimero total de foros en lo que va
de afio es quince, con los ultimos tres
realizados virtualmente.

Para incrementar la consciencia sobre
el terreno, la Coalicién cre6 el Programa
de Prevencién de Caidas de Personas
Mayores (EFPP, por sus siglas en inglés)
en 2014, que implicaba que los Servicios
Médicos de Emergencia iniciaran los
esfuerzos para concienciacién sobre

prevencién de caidas sobre el terreno.
Este programa piloto se inici6 en el oeste
del Condado de Ventura. En el lugar
de la lesién, los proveedores de EMS
determinan si la llamada de la persona
realmente estarelacionada con unacaida
cuando responden a una llamada al 911.
Se realizan una evaluacién y mitigacion
rapidas, incluyendo recomendaciones
para comprobacion de medicamentos
periddicos/reconciliacion por parte de su
proveedor de atencion primaria, eliminar
los obstaculos en los pasillos, mejorar
la iluminacion o fijar correctamente
las alfombras, etc. Se entregan a la
persona o al cuidador materiales acerca
de medidas de seguridad. Se realizan
pruebas basadas en evidencia cuando
el paciente llega al hospital.

Con el consentimiento del paciente, se
utilizan datos obtenidos del registro de
prevencién de caidas para determinar
cuéles son los pasos mds importantes
que seguir a continuacion, esto es,

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evaluacién de la vivienda frente a mas
necesidades médicas por parte de salud
publica. Si es necesaria una modificacion
de la vivienda, los servicios los prestan
las CBO que participan en la coalicion.
El coordinador de prevencién de caidas
(FPC, por sus siglas en inglés) fomenta
la participacién en clases basadas en la
evidencia (EBC) populares sobre coémo
mantener el equilibrio y fortalecerse,
como Tai Chi: Moving for Better
Balance, A Matter of Balance, Stepping
On y Walk with Ease. A pesar de que
estas clases presenciales han sufrido
un descenso debido a la pandemia del
COVID-19y las 6rdenes de quedarse en
casa, hubo disponibles clases basadas en
video para que participaran las personas
mayores, y mas recientemente, se estan
ofreciendo de nuevo clases presenciales
a medida que contintian reduciéndose
las restricciones. Es digno de mencion
que los datos de personas mayores que
caen y rechazan las EBC tienen mas de
cuatro veces mas posibilidades de volver
a caer, comparadas con los que caen y
participan en las EBC.

Agradecemos  profundamente el
compromiso de la Junta de Supervisores

del Condado de Ventura con la
prevenciéon de caidas de personas
mayores. Dicha devocién la muestra el
reconocimiento anual concedido a la
EFPC desde 2013. La Coalicién recibié
un galardén de la Asociacién Nacional de
Agencias de Area sobre Envejecimiento
(n4a) en 2015 por ‘un programa
exitoso que mejora las vidas de adultos
mayores y cuidadores’. Recibi6 el
premio a Lideres de Atencién de Salud
(Healthcare Champion) en 2017 por
parte de la Asociacién por un Condado
de Ventura Sano, fue felicitada por sus
esfuerzos para la prevenciéon de caidas
por la Comisiéon de California sobre el
Envejecimiento en 2019, y reconocida
por la coalicion para la prevencion de
caidas del Condado de Los Angeles
por su contribucién constante a la
promocion y el apoyo a la prevencion
de caidas, también en 2019. Se han
publicado dos informes en el nimero de
junio de 2021 de la Revista de Medicina
Preventiva y Atencién Sanitaria (Journal
of Preventive Medicine and Healthcare)
sobre la EFPC y el EFPP.

La coalicion continta ganando
terreno en el condado, pero agradece

cualquier fuente de financiacién que
le permita mantener su sostenibilidad.
Estd muy agradecida por los esfuerzos
voluntarios cohesionados de todas las
organizaciones implicadas, y no tendra
éxito sin colaboracion multidisciplinar.

One Meal at
a lime

THEVCAAASENIORNUTRITION PROGRAM, a collaboration
of meal-sites at partnering organizations throughout the
county, was established about fifteen years ago, and is
primarily funded by the Federal Older American's Act as well
as state of California funding. This has been a core nutrition
program for the populations we serve, providing a daily
congregate meal in a social setting to older adults in Ventura
county. Additionally, in this program, home delivered meals
are provided to older adults who are confined to their homes.
The Senior Nutrition Program, which typically serves about
275,000 meals in a normal year, served more than 740,000
meals in response to the pandemic last year alone. This could
not have happened without the hard-working meal-site staff
members who in turn were supported by a small army of
dedicated volunteers.

Several new nutrition programs were established to
facilitate the provision of additional meals in the response to
the Pandemic.

The Great Plates Delivered program was another
collaboration of many partners, including not-for-profit
organizations, local restaurants, and catering companies, all
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based in Ventura county, as well as the international not-
for-profit relief agency, World Central Kitchen. All the meals
were freshly prepared in restaurants throughout the county
and delivered to older adult clients allowing them to shelter
in place. This FEMA funded program served meals to almost
2,000 older adults at its peak.

The VCAAA Food Pantry was drastically expanded from
serving about 50 clients a month, to more than 5,000 clients at
its peak in the summer of 2020. To accomplish this tremendous
increase in volume, VCAAA converted much of its office
space into an actual warehouse, supplemented by several
20-foot storage containers and cold storage trucks outside
the building. With daily deliveries from Jordano's, Sysco, and
other suppliers, pallets of food and hygiene supplies were
broken down and packed into hundreds of individual food
boxes each day. These were delivered to the client's residence
by a team of volunteers, including Gold Coast bus drivers,
County of Ventura Disaster Service Workers and VCAAA
staff. The Senior Nutrition Garden managers and volunteers
stepped up production and provided hundreds of pounds of
sustainably cultivated produce each week for inclusion in the
food boxes. See's Candies provided several pallets of candies
which were distributed with the food boxes.

More than 4,000 boxes of locally grown produce were
distributed on behalf of the VCAAA by Food Share, Inc., in
the Spring of 2021.

Several County of Ventura agencies established programs to
house formerly homeless people in motels. VCAAA was asked
to provide meals for the clients in these programs. Currently,
VCAAA is providing meals for two of these programs (Project
Room Key “PRK" and Health Care Agency Motel Voucher
Meal Program “HCAMV") and is serving approximately 300
clients with two meals each day.

EL PROGRAMA DE NUTRICION PARA PERSONAS MAYORES DE LA VCAAA,
una colaboraciéon de ubicaciones de comidas en organizaciones colaboradoras
por todo el condado, se cred hace aproximadamente quince afios, y se financia
principalmente con fondos de la Ley federal de Estadounidenses Mayores
(Federal Older American’s Act) asi como del estado de California. Este ha
sido un programa de nutricién fundamental para las poblaciones a las que
servimos, proporcionando a adultos mayores en el Condado de Ventura una
comida comunitaria diaria en un ambiente social. Ademas, en este programa se
entregan comidas a domicilio a adultos mayores que estan confinados en sus
hogares. El Programa de Nutricién para Personas Mayores, que normalmente
sirve aproximadamente 275,000 comidas en un afio normal, sirvi6 mas de
740,000 comidas en respuesta a la pandemia solo el pasado afo. Esto no
podria haber sucedido sin el duro trabajo de los miembros del personal de las
ubicaciones de comidas, que a su vez tuvieron el apoyo de un pequefio ejército
de voluntarios entregados.

Se crearon varios programas de nutricion nuevos para facilitar el suministro de
comidas adicionales como respuesta a la Pandemia.

El programa de Reparto de Grandes Platillos (Great Plates Delivered) fue
otra colaboracion entre muchos colaboradores, incluyendo organizaciones sin
fines de lucro, restaurantes locales y empresas de comidas, todos basados en
el Condado de Ventura, asi como la agencia de ayuda internacional sin fines
de lucro World Central Kitchen. Todas las comidas se prepararon cada dia en
restaurantes por todo el condado y fueron entregadas a clientes adultos mayores,
permitiéndoles refugiarse en sus casas. Este programa con fondos de la FEMA
sirvié comidas en su momento maés intenso a casi 2,000 adultos mayores.

La Despensa de Alimentos de la VCAAA tuvo una ampliacion espectacular,
pasando de servir a aproximadamente 50 clientes al mes a un maximo de mas
de 5,000 clientes en verano de 2020. Para conseguir este tremendo aumento
de volumen, la VCAAA convirtié gran parte de su espacio de oficinas en un
verdadero almacén, complementado por varios contenedores de 20 pies y
camiones de almacenamiento en frio fuera del edificio. Con entregas diarias
procedentes de Jordano's, Sysco y otros proveedores, se dividieron palés de
alimentos y suministros de limpieza y se empaquetaron en cientos de cajas
individuales de alimentos cada dia; estos fueron llevados a casa de los clientes
por parte de un equipo de voluntarios, incluyendo conductores de autobus de
Gold Coast, Trabajadores del Servicio de Lucha contra Desastres del Condado
de Ventura y personal de la VCAAA. Los gerentes y voluntarios del Jardin de
Nutricion de Personas Mayores aumentaron la produccién y proporcionaron
cientos de libras de productos de cultivo sostenible cada semana para su inclusiéon
en las cajas de comida. See's Candies proporcion varios palés de golosinas que
se distribuyeron junto con las cajas de comida.

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COVID-19 WAS A PROFOUND
GLOBAL CRISIS —the loss of loved ones,
shutdowns of society, cancelation of
plans...the list goes on. But every crisis
contains an opportunity, and COVID-19
was no exception. Individuals across
the country rapidly implemented new
ways of connecting virtually for work
and school, experimenting with new
technologies, and finding creative ways
to relate to friends and family from
within our homes.

During the pandemic shutdown,
the Ventura County Area Agency
on Aging (VCAAA) pivoted to make
services safely available to those in
need in many ways. The Fall Prevention
Program offered classes via Zoom and
then hosted smaller classes with social
distancing outside.  Senior Nutrition
counselors offered fitness and healthy
eating classes virtually and provided
confidential one-on-one counseling
by phone and Zoom. Staff from
Information and Assistance spoke with
thousands of older adults, people living
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with disabilities, and their caregivers by
phone, text, email, and — most recently,
outside in open-air tents. The Health
Insurance Counseling and Advocacy
Program  provided individualized
counseling during two Medicare Open
Enrollment seasons, assisting thousands
ofindividuals to make informed decisions
about their healthcare insurance and
long-term services and supports options
amidst a public health emergency.
Family Caregivers connected with one
another in virtual support groups.

Prior to the pandemic, the support
network for older adults and people
with disabilities was built around in-
person connections and services. Some
things can only be done in person, but
the future will be hybrid, combining the
new technologies we discovered and
utilized during the pandemic with the
best of the existing network. As we
emerge into the next normal, here are a
few important lessons.

First, many older adults and people
living with disabilities have unequal

access to the technologies that provided
crucial lifelines during the pandemic.
Modern devices with cameras and
microphones, fast and reliable internet
connections, and accessible websites
and platforms are not available to
everyone. VCAAA helped to bridge the
digital divide by partnering with several
organizations, including the Ventura
County Library, Independent Living
Resource Center, and the Ventura
County  Information  Technology
Services Department, by providing
hundreds of Chromebooks with mobile
data packages. An accessible and user-
friendly website — vcconnects.org — was
created to guide those less familiar
with this online world. Unfortunately,
many still lack equitable access to online
shopping, communication, and other
digital resources. How can this digital
divide be better bridged in the future?
Part of the answer is that many new
technologies, including several rapidly
developed during the pandemic, are
focused on a generation of digital

natives, with less (if any) thought
given to accessibility for people with
disabilities and older adults. But just
like a ramp into a building helps those
who use wheelchairs or canes as
well as parents pushing strollers and
maintenance workers with tool carts,
universal design of technology helps
everyone. For example, text-to-speech
capabilities helps those who are blind or
with low vision access information on a
website — but it also helps those who
prefer to absorb details through audio
instead of reading. Video captions or
transcriptions enable Deaf users to
consume information as well as those
who prefer to read instead of listening
to every spoken word. More and more
companies are realizing the advantage
of universal design of technology, from
saving money to offering services to
new audiences and untapped markets,
including older adults and people with
disabilities.  Online grocery shopping
with home delivery is something
everyone can appreciate!

Many of us found new flexibilities
through  technology  during  this
pandemic, from working at home to
meeting new people virtually, not to
mention saving hours in commute
times and hundreds of dollars in travel
expenses. We also encountered others
differently. ~ From within a Zoom
screen on our computers, we could
not immediately see a wheelchair:
just another smiling face.  Written
communication could be read without
prejudices about the author's age
creeping in subconsciously.  Wisely
used, technology can level the playing
field to equitably include many people
of diverse backgrounds. It can also help
to combat social isolation and other
increased risks experienced by older
adults, people with disabilities and their
caregivers during the pandemic.

As the world reopens, we can
keep the benefits of technology
discovered during the pandemic or
simply settle for returning to the old
normal. The opportunity is to build
on lessons learned through creative
use of technology to develop new
connections, maintain relationships,
and discover new friendships, mindful
that not everyone has the same access
to these technologies. W

It's almost hard to believe what the Ventura
County Area Agency on Aging (VCAAA)
accomplishes with its modest staff of 41 full-
time employees. During their response to the
pandemic, they went from serving 20,000
meals a month in February 2020 to serving
390,000 meals a month by June 2020.

served, 95 percent of which were delivered directly to the

homes of Ventura County residents. The Agency received
50,742 information and referral calls in the 2020-2021 fiscal
year alone from older adults — all of whom had varying needs
from a ride to an appointment, to food, to needing help in
their home. That is more than double the calls received just
two years prior.

They also made in-person porch visits to check in on
those most vulnerable, distributed videos and flyers to keep
this population connected and informed, and continued to
facilitate support for caregivers, insurance and nutrition
counseling, fall prevention classes, and so many other
programs that help to keep older adults safe and enable them
to remain in their own homes for as long as possible.

To fathom how all this work gets done, it takes seeing
firsthand the staff in action and becoming a part of their
network of partners, local businesses, community-based
organizations and volunteers. It also takes funding—federal,
state and county dollars hard at work. Throughout the

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pandemic it also took millions in emergency COVID relief
funding.

Yet the emergency funds are ending, while the calls for
food and need for other critical services are not. VCAAA has
proven it can meet the needs of our aging community through
good management and collaboration, albeit remarkable team
efforts. But the Agency cannot keep up this level of service
without sufficient funding.

Moreover, last year marked the first time ever that Ventura
County had more people over the age of 60 than under 18.
Older adults now make up over 23 percent of our population,
with the number projected to increase to 30 percent in the
next nine years. An increase in older adults equals an increase
in VCAAA clients.

Ventura County Area Agency on Agency Foundation
(VCAAAF) provides support exclusively to all VCAAA
programs and activities through fundraising and outreach to
help fill the gaps when service needs increase. For more than
27 years, this 501(c)(3) charitable nonprofit organization has
been dedicated to finding funding for programs and services
so that no older adult in our community goes hungry and to
prevent waitlists for other critical services, with 100 percent
of its proceeds going to the nutrition program, housing needs,
care management, legal services, in-home and caregiver
services, and many other services in demand that aim to
improve the lives of our aging population.

Located next to Food Share of Ventura County in
Oxnard, the Senior Nutrition Garden is a year-round,
organic garden dedicated exclusively to feeding older
adults and people with disabilities in Ventura County.
Everything grown in the Garden stays in Ventura County.
While there is approximately 1.5 acres currently planted,
the site has room for additional cultivation, maxing out
at about two acres. If 1.5 acres doesn't sound like much
space, the Garden was able to deliver more than 35,000
pounds of nutritious fruits and vegetables for the county’s
older adults last fiscal year. And while 35,000 pounds of
organic produce is amazing, the truly amazing part is
that the work is done almost entirely by volunteers. The
Senior Nutrition Garden team is dedicated to the best
practices in organic gardening/farming: crop rotation,
shallow tillage, pest control, composting, weeding, and
irrigation. The goals of the Senior Nutrition Garden team
are to grow the freshest, healthiest fruits and vegetables
in every season to augment the diets of Ventura County's
older adults.

Where does the produce go?

COVID-19 brought tremendous change to the lives
of Ventura County's older adults. During 2020, when
COVID-19 was raging, many Ventura older adults were
not comfortable shopping and cooking for themselves.
“Safer at Home" meant exactly that, and the Senior
Nutrition Garden became a critical part of the Ventura
County Area Agency on Aging's food box program.
The bi-weekly food boxes focused on staples and non-
perishables and were enhanced with fresh fruits and
vegetables from the Senior Nutrition Garden. Almost
all the produce from the garden was included in these
individual food boxes, and continues to be included in
food box deliveries directly from the Ventura County
Area Agency on Aging as well as from partnering
community meal sites throughout Ventura County.

El COVID-19 provocé un cambio tremendo en la
vida de las adultos mayores del Condado de Ventura.

a largo plazo en plena emergencia de
salud publica. Los Cuidadores Familiares
conectaron unos con otros en grupos
de apoyo virtuales.

Antes de la pandemia, la red de
apoyo para adultos mayores y perso-
nas con discapacidades estaba basada
en conexiones y servicios presenciales.
Hay cosas que solo se pueden hacer
en persona, pero el futuro serd hibrido,
combinando las nuevas tecnologias que
hemos descubierto y utilizado durante
la pandemia con lo mejor de la red exis-
tente. Conforme salimos a flote hacia la
siguiente normalidad, estas son algunas
lecciones importantes.

En primer lugar, muchos adultos
mayores y personas que viven con
discapacidadestienen unaccesodesigual
a las tecnologias que proporcionaron
ayudas cruciales durante la pandemia.
No todas las personas disponen de
dispositivos modernos con cémaras
y micréfonos, conexiones a internet
rapidas y fiables, y sitios y plataformas
web accesibles. LaVCAAAayudo a cubrir
la brecha digital asocidndose con varias
organizaciones, incluyendo la Biblioteca
del Condado de Ventura, el Centro de
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Recursos para la Vida Independiente,
y el Departamento de Servicios de
Tecnologia de Informacién del Condado
de Ventura, proporcionando cientos
de Chromebooks con paquetes de
datos moviles. Se cred un sitio web
accesible y amigable para los usuarios,
vcconnects.org, para guiar a los
menos familiarizados con este mundo
en linea. Desgraciadamente, sigue
habiendo muchos que carecen de
acceso equitativo a compras en linea,
comunicacion y otros recursos digitales.
¢Como se puede evitar mejor esta
brecha digital en el futuro?

Parte de la respuesta es que muchas
tecnologias nuevas, incluyendo varias
de las que se desarrollaron rapidamente
durante la pandemia, estan enfocadas
en una generacion de nativos digi-
tales, con menos (o ninguna) atencién
a la accesibilidad para personas con
discapacidades y adultos mayores. Sin
embargo, de la misma forma que una
rampa de entrada a un edificio ayuda
a los que utilizan sillas de ruedas o
bastones, pero también a padres

que empujan cochecitos de bebés y
trabajadores de mantenimiento con
carretillas de herramientas, el disefio
universal de la tecnologia ayuda a todo
el mundo. Por ejemplo, las capacidades

de conversion de texto a voz ayudan a
las personas ciegas o con poca vision a
acceder a la informacién en un sitio web,
pero también ayudan a los que prefieren
absorber los detalles mediante audio
en lugar de leyendo. Los subtitulos de
video o transcripciones permiten a los
usuarios sordos consumir informacion, y
también a los que prefieren leer en lugar
de escuchar todas las palabras que se
dicen. Cada vez hay mas compafiias
que se estan dando cuenta de las venta-
jas del disefio universal de la tecnologia,
desde ahorrar dinero a ofrecer servicio
a destinatarios nuevos y mercados por
descubrir, incluyendo adultos mayores y
personas con discapacidades. jLa com-
pra de comestibles en linea con entrega
a domicilio es algo que todo el mundo
puede agradecer!

Muchos de nosotros hemos descu-
bierto nuevas flexibilidades mediante
la tecnologia durante esta pandemia,
desde el trabajo desde casa a conocer a
personas nuevas virtualmente, sin men-
cionar el ahorro de horas en tiempos
de desplazamiento y cientos de délares
en gastos de viaje. También nos hemos
encontrado con los demds de forma
diferente. Desde dentro de la pantalla
de Zoom de nuestras computadoras, no
podiamos ver inmediatamente una silla
de ruedas: solo otro rostro sonriente.
La comunicacion escrita podia leerse
sin prejuicios, sin que la edad del autor
nos afectara de modo subconsciente.
Utilizada con sabiduria, la tecnologia
puede igualar las posibilidades, para in-
cluir de forma equitativa a personas de
origenes muy diversos. También puede
ayudar a combatir el aislamiento social
y otros riesgos incrementados que han
sufrido los adultos mayores, las perso-
nas con discapacidades y sus cuidadores
durante la pandemia.

Conforme vuelve a abrir el mundo,
podemos conservar los beneficios de
la tecnologia que hemos descubierto
durante la pandemia, o sencillamente
conformarnos con volver a la antigua
normalidad. La oportunidad consiste en
aprovechar las lecciones aprendidas me-
diante un uso creativo de la tecnologia
para desarrollar nuevas conexiones,
mantener relaciones y descubrir nuevas
amistades, siendo conscientes de que
no todo el mundo tiene el mismo acceso
a estas tecnologias. B

A number of additional nutrition programs were established
to provide meals to individuals who have, or who have been
exposed to, COVID-19, so that they could isolate from the
general population and thereby help reduce the spread of the
virus. This includes Project Quarantine for homeless clients so
that they can isolate safely in a motel room and receive meals
at that location, and Housing for Harvest for farmworkers and
their families who can isolate at their place of residence and
receive meals there.

All the nutrition programs depend on strong partnerships,
with trust as the major component. There is no way to fully
express the criticality of the role these partnerships play in the
success of the Senior Nutrition Program and our mission to
tackle food insecurity with one meal at a time. B

productos cultivados localmente en nombre de la VCAAA en
la primavera de 2021.

Varias agencias del Condado de Ventura crearon programas
para alojar en moteles a personas que antes estaban en la
indigencia. Se pidié a la VCAAA que proporcionara comidas
para los clientes de estos programas. Actualmente la VCAAA
estd proporcionando comidas para dos de estos programas
(Proyecto Room Key, “PRK" y el Programa de Comidas
con Vales en Moteles de la Agencia de Salud, “HCAMV"
por sus siglas en inglés) y sirve dos comidas cada dia a
aproximadamente 300 clientes.

Se crearon varios programas de nutriciéon adicionales para
proporcionar comidas a personas que tenian COVID-19, o
habian estado expuesto a él, para que pudieran aislarse de
la poblaciéon general y asi ayudar a reducir la propagacion
del virus. Esto incluye el Proyecto Cuarentena para clientes
indigentes, para que pudieran aislarse de forma segura en la
habitacién de un motel y recibir comidas en esa ubicacion,
y Viviendas para la Cosecha (Housing for Harvest) para
trabajadores agricolas y sus familias para que pudieran aislarse
en su lugar de residencia y recibir comidas alli.

Prior to the implementation of the VC Connects program, the Ventura County
Library had 50 Computer Kits in its lending collection. With the VC Connects
program and resources, an additional 750 Computer Kits were added to this
collection. Each Computer Kit contains a Chromebook with power cord, a WiFi
hotspot, a USB charging cable with power adapter, a mouse, and complimentary
headset, all contained in a padded canvas carrying bag. They check out to
adults 18 and older for four weeks, and may be automatically renewed up to
two times if not requested by another customer.

One of the most important measures of success is customer testimonial, and
customers have reported to library staff so many positive comments about the
VC Connects program. A VC Connects user at the Saticoy Library said, “/t has
been so very helpful, particularly at this demanding time with which we are
dealing. | thank you for your foresight in seeing the desperate need so many
people who are in the low-income range, as well as those with disabilities have
around access to technology."

John Connell, Veteran Employment Services, Career Development Specialist
for The Salvation Army California South Division states, “/ was working with a
veteran named Ezra who needed access to a computer to search for a job and
found out he could borrow a computer to take home from the Ray D. Prueter
Library in Port Hueneme.

roles to help improve the lives of older
adults, individuals with disabilities,
and caregivers. A product of the
VCAAA's Optimal Aging Committee,
a sub-committee of the Agency's
Advisory Council, the 2027 LEGACY
Awards garnered many nominations
and ended with three exceptional
recipients whose work epitomizes
commitment to service.

Legacy

Senior Concerns (Award for Business/Organization): Senior Concerns
has long played a vital role in serving older adults in eastern Ventura County and western
Los Angeles County. As a critical community partner to the VCAAA, the value of the
programs and services offered through Senior Concerns have been especially apparent
through the COVID-19 crisis. Senior Concerns ramped up their meal delivery services to
meet the growing demand at the height of the pandemic, having served 800 meals per
week prior to COVID-19, and expanding to serve 4,000 meals per week at the peak of
the crisis. In addition, Senior Concerns began operating a free pantry out of their Thou-
sand Oaks location, offering no-contact deliveries of shelf-stable food, cleaning supplies,
paper goods, and self-care items. They also began offering COVID-19 Preparedness Kits
with a thermometer, pulse oximeter, disposable gloves, disposable and cloth face masks,
hand sanitizer, antiseptic wipes and more inside — all offered free of charge to individuals
75 and older.

Perhaps most profound is Senior Concerns' dedication to improving the quality of life
for the people they serve. Volunteers check-in daily with homebound older adults and
are trained to seek and identify individual needs. The newly established grocery/errand
service provides volunteers with additional opportunities to regularly connect with indi-
viduals who are most at need. When COVID-19 forced many older adults into isolation,
Senior Concerns began holding monthly birthday parties as well as support groups, activi-
ty sessions, and check-ins - all via Zoom. While this is only a glimpse of their commitment
to service, it's evidence that having the community know they can count on Senior Con-
cerns to meet existing and new needs remains top priority.

Here today to accept the 2021 LEGACY Award for a Business or Organization is Andrea
Gallagher of Senior Concerns.

Ventura County Credit Union (Award for Dementia Friendly
Business/Organization): The Ventura County Credit Union was the first

Senior Concerns (Premio a Empresa/Organizacion): Senior Concerns lleva mucho
tiempo teniendo una funcién vital atendiendo a adultos mayores en el este del Condado de
Ventura y el oeste del Condado de los Angeles.

Senior Concerns incremento
sus servicios de reparto de comidas para cubrir la creciente demanda en los momentos mas
intensos de la pandemia, pasando de servir 800 comidas semanales antes del COVID-19 a
servir 4,000 comidas semanales en el pico de la crisis. Ademas, Senior Concerns comenzé
a operar una despensa gratuita desde su sede de Thousand Oaks, ofreciendo entrega sin
contacto de alimentos de larga duracién, productos de limpieza, productos de papel y
articulos de cuidado personal. También comenzaron a suministrar Estuches de Preparacion
para el COVID-19, que contenian un termémetro, oximetro de pulso, guantes desechables,
mascarillas desechables y de tela, desinfectante de manos, toallitas antisépticas y mas, todo
ofrecido gratis a personas de 75 afios y mas.

Quizd més profunda es la dedicacién de Senior Concerns a mejorar la calidad de vida
de las personas a las que sirven. Los voluntarios contactan directamente con adultos
mayores que no pueden salir de casa y han recibido capacitacion para buscar e identificar
necesidades individuales. El servicio recién establecido de comestibles/recados proporciona
a los voluntarios oportunidades adicionales para conectar regularmente con las personas
mas necesitadas.

members. VCCU also committed to
incorporating the training into their new
employee orientation. Most impressive,
however, is VCCU's  continued
dedication to ensuring that clients who
are most at risk of financial abuse are
identified and provided with services
that cater to their specific needs to help
prevent abuse. This includes ensuring
that VCCU staff members that clients
are most comfortable with are identified
and available when needed.

VCCU has made critical changes to
branches, providing clearer directional
signage, well-lit entrances, and “quiet
areas" where VCCU team members can
work with clients who seem anxious
and confused.

“We operate in a highly regulated in-
dustry with many rules surrounding our
ability to interact with our members,”
the VCCU team noted. “While those

Lla VCCU ha realizado cambios
fundamentales en sus sucursales,
proporcionando sefalizacién de direcciones
mas clara, entradas bien iluminadas, y
“areas tranquilas” en las que los miembros
del equipo de VCCU pueden trabajar con
clientes que parecen ansiosos y confusos.

“Operamos en un sector altamente
regulado, con muchas normas que afectan
a nuestra capacidad de interactuar con
nuestros miembros”, observé el equipo de

By way
of example, though, we encourage staff
members to speak clearly, listen closely,
smile warmly, and make eye contact.

In addition, VCCU serves as one of
the VCAAA's most well-respected com-
munity education partners through the
Living Within Your Means workshop,
which is offered to individuals 60 and
older and provides information and
tools for living on a fixed income.
VCCU has seven branches through-
out Ventura County and serves 77,000
members, and remains dedicated to
serving as a catalyst for greater under-
standing in the community-at-large.

Valerie Shackelford (Award for
Community Member/Volun-
teer): Valerie Shackelford quickly made
a name for herself as one of the most
responsible and reliable volunteers on
the Food Share and Shop Ahoy rosters.
